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From Our Rector, Father Bill Myrick:  
 

Each morning I look out my back window to see 

what has developed following the nights rest. What 

will the earth bring forth; what will the fertile soil 

yield in the dayôs sun?  
 

Since the time of Adam, each seed has been planted 

by the sweat of labor, first tilling the soil to soften the 

earth while removing the rocks in preparation for the 

planting. One by one, the seeds are pressed into the 

soft earth for the long wait. 

Than one morning there 

appears ñfirst the blade, 

then the head, then the 

grain in the head.ò (Mark 

4:28)  With all the hopes of 

a future bounty, the tender 

shoots are nurtured by 

callused hands and silent 

prayer until one day the 

earth brings forth her 

promised harvest.  
 

The color is green. That is 

to say that the color of 

growing things is greenéat 

least at their start. And 

growth means change. 

Absent change, the earth 

would lay fallow and the 

world would starve. 

Change is the required 

ingredient to offer the 

certainty that tomorrow 

will come at all. Green is 

the color. 
 

The church season 

following the day of Pentecost is simply referred to 

as ñordinary times,ò ordinary times of extraordinary 

potential. Potential because just as not every field is 

tilled, nor every plant watered, the ñgreen seasonò is 

often squandered with little change having happened. 

But this potential need not be wasted. There is still 

time to till the ñfield of dreamsò within the soul. 

There is time and always need for a little weed 

pulling. And what of the sacramental nurture, the 

ñmiracle growò given by God to strengthen the hands 

and the heart of the tiller, and all are to be tillers. 

There is much to be done, but few to do it.  (John 

4:35) 
 

So, while you travel about 

in the warmth of the 

summer season, remember 

that there is One who looks 

down from the window of 

heaven with the impatience 

of the gardener to see what 

growth, what change will 

His planting bring forth. 

Until that great day, we are 

but migrant workers in a 

land not our own.  So than 

even in our rest, our time is 

not our own.  Our time 

belongs to Him who sent 

us forth. It is for us to use 

it wisely even in our rest.

Dear Christ Church Family:   

Have you noticed the large glass jar, full of pennies, that is 

located at the rear of the nave near the front inner doors? 

We have collected those pennies, over the years, for chari-

table outreach. Many of you have kindly added your pen-

nies. I would like to encourage everyone to partici-

pate...especially the children.  

This is the story: in 1993 a mountaineer named Greg Mort-

enson drifted into an impoverished Pakistan village in the 

Karakoram mountains after a failed attempt to climb K2. 

Moved by the inhabitants' kindness, he promised to return 

and build a school. Over the next decade Mortenson built 

not one but 55 schools--especially for girls--in the forbid-

ding terrain that gave birth to the Taliban.  The project over 

the years has grown and is still very vital. Mortenson 's  

organization is titled "Central Asia Institute" and located in 

Bozeman, MT.   
 

Having heard him speak in Wisconsin (he is originally 

from Minnesota) I feel gratitude for his mission to promote 

peace...one school at a time. He has written a book titled 

"Three Cups of Tea" which is not only a best seller but a 

beautiful story - I recommend it to you. The title comes 

from the tradition in Pakistan & Afghanistan where three 

cups of tea are drank before business is done. The first be-

cause you are a stranger, the second because you have be-

come a friend, and the third, you join the family and for the 

family they are prepared to do anything, - even die. 
 

There is also a program called "Pennies for Peace" in which 

children (and adults) collect pennies to enable the building 

of schools to continue. I hope many of you will bring your 

pennies throughout the coming months which can then be 

sent to this much-needed project.  I will see that they get to 

the Institute for the continued building of the schools.
