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From Our Rector, Father Bill Myrick:  
 

Have you ever experienced the joy of a child who has 

just made something; your son or daughter who 

brought home a clay ashtray even though you donôt 

smoke? Or the child who just finished the sand castle 

and just has to show it to you. The kids who just 

finished their secret tree house or fort but just has to 

show somebody what they made? Art from school, a 

Sunday School project, cookies they made with 

grandma, or a picture they just colored? It doesnôt 

matter what it is, if they made it, they just have to 

show it off. Maybe its human nature, maybe its pride, 

maybe itôs the feeling of success, whatever it is, I 

think I am beginning to feel it at Christ Church. The 

child's joy of making something and wanting to show 

it off is in the air. Wherever I go there people are 

wanting to know ñWhat are you doing at the 

Church?ò I had several people ask me that at Rotary 

Club, another lady stopped me at ñThe Pigò. I had a 

message to call Greg 

Kunes from Kunes 

Country Ford, when I 

returned the call he just 

wanted to know how I 

was and was curious what 

we were doing at the 

Church.

But as Christians, we 

have a greater 

responsibility and a greater mission then creating a 

temporary buzz, or for that matter, temporary space. 

What we are about is more than building something 

like the child's ashtray. At its best, the building is to 

be the ñoutward and visible sign of an inward and 

spiritual grace.ò That is to say, that the building, if it 

is to have any real value, must be a reflection of the 

Good News of Jesus Christéhope for a dying world. 

At one home I visited recently it was suggested that it 

was at least as important to ñrefurbishò our 

evangelistic passions as it was to paint the interior of 

the parish building. Truer words were never spoken.  
 

The buzz that follows the honey bee is only a by 

product of why the bee is in the garden. HONEY is 

what it is about. We too are called to make honey. 

Itôs no wonder the ñpromised landò was referred to as 

the ñland of milk and honey.ò We rebuild this space, 

so that like those who came before us, we can give it 

away as temporary shelter for those who come after 

us. We give it with the joy of the child who hands the 

clay ashtray to their parent. And if we make honey, 

those we leave this building to will hand it on to the 

generations that follow them as well. 
 

In this world, all space is temporary! We are 

ambassadors for Christ and our home is with Him.  

So ñwe make it our aim to please Himò by gathering 

His family to a place called by His Name; CHRIST 

CHURCH.
